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Show it some love

We've done a lot of work to improve the safety of our fleet, mainly focused
around driving - but this time we’re thinking about the condition of the vehicles
themselves, and we’re asking colleagues who drive to help us.

This phase of the Drive Safe Programme is all about accountability and getting every
driver to take more personal responsibility for the safety of their vehicles.

There are three main things we'’re asking drivers to do — carry out their first use checks,
report every collision and get their vehicle washed reqularly — all under the positive idea
of showing it some love.

When drivers feel a sense of pride or fondness for their vehicle, safe behaviour becomes
self-motivated rather than enforced. Affection creates ownership. The aim is for drivers
to do what we’re asking because they want to, not because they’re told to. And the
assets in this toolkit are a simple and positive reminder of what to do and why.
